GRANDPARENTS DAY

As you already know tomorrow, Friday, 18th June is one of our favourite days at Westlea – Grandparent’s Day - so we do hope that as many of your parents will be able to join us on this very special occasion.  We will still be serving hot dinners for those children who want them and although we will not be able to provide grandparents with hot meals, they will be able to take their own packed lunches into the hall to eat with their grandchildren having a school dinner.  The children having packed lunches will hopefully be outside in the grounds and grandparents are welcome to join them with their own packed lunch.  Very sadly this year, we won’t be able to offer all the home made cakes at break time as they were always very lovingly baked by our very special late Teaching Assistant, Jan Griffin – Sainsbury’s best are a very poor substitute!   Because we need a register of everyone in school on Friday, could you please ask your parents to complete and bring their slips with them to save a lot of time and avoid queues signing in.

SUMMER FAYRE
The day after Grandparents Day, on Saturday, 19th June, is our Summer Fayre.  Donations are rather slow at coming in this year and I know Mrs Atherton is getting a little concerned about how much some stalls have collected to sell/raffle/give as prizes, etc.  Therefore if you have not yet contributed to your child’s class stall, or to any of the general stalls such as home made cakes, tinned goods, white elephant, bottles, cans, etc., we would be really grateful if you would do so without delay. SPORTS DAY – Monday, 21st June, 2010 (Tuesday, 22nd June Reserve Sports Day)
