These will be practical sessions taking place in the playground so children will need bikes and cycling helmets if they have them.  Children who still need stabilisers on their bikes, will unfortunately not be eligible for this training as they need to have a degree of skill and competency on two wheels already.  Adapted bikes for our P.I. children, however, are acceptable.   

Once the training is over, no child will be permitted to ride a bike to Westlea School without wearing a safety helmet.  We have, therefore, arranged for a lights, locks and helmets sale to take place in the school hall at 3.30 p.m. on Thursday, 22nd April.  
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Finally, on bikes, to launch a new era we will be holding a ‘Bike It Breakfast’ in the school at 8.15 a.m. on Tuesday, 27th April.
Now onto Cricket!  We are pleased to announce that we are to be supported once again through the summer term by the ‘Chance to Shine Cricket Coaching Scheme’ organised by the Wiltshire Cricket Club.  Our Yrs. 3 and 4 children are to be beneficiaries with weekly lessons each Tuesday afternoon until July, but the whole of the junior part of the school, i.e. from Yr. 3 upwards, can benefit by joining the after school cricket club that ‘Chance to Shine’ will be running from 3.30 p.m. to 4.30 p.m. each Tuesday (see attached letter which contains a consent form which will need to be returned the first day back after the Easter break).  It will be essential that Mrs Winterburn’s, Mrs Miles/Mrs Dagnall’s and Mrs Adams/Mrs Miles’ classes together with any children taking part in the after school club, have P.E. kits and trainers in school each Tuesday afternoon.  
Finally, can I just outline the arrangements we have made to keep the school grounds open over the holidays for the children and parents to enjoy.  The side gate between Mrs Neale’s classroom and the George and Ann Tweed Room will be open at 9.00 a.m. daily, including weekends and will be locked at 7.00 p.m. daily.  From the next half term holiday, i.e. the end of May, the locking time will change to 8 p.m.  Obviously, over the hours of darkness, the school grounds will be out of bounds.
