Dear Parents

I do hope everybody enjoyed the Easter Egg Hunt last Friday.  From our point of view, it appeared to go very smoothly this year and, of course, the good weather helped.  Please ensure, just in case you couldn’t come, that all the original Easter Egg Tickets are returned to us so that they can be used again next year. 
As yet another term draws towards its close, can I please remind you that on Wednesday, 31st March at 1.45 p.m. in St. Peter’s Roman Catholic Church, Eastleaze, we will be holding our Easter Service.  All are welcome, but please if you have very young children, we would very much appreciate it if you could sit near the exits so that should your toddler or baby become distressed, you can take them out.  That way, the pleasure of others is not spoilt and everyone is able to clearly hear the children performing – especially the younger ones whose voices have to work very hard anyway to fill such a large area, without having to compete with crying babies and distressed toddlers!   Children may be taken home directly from the Church at the end of the service, but please ensure that you inform their class teacher before you leave.

Can I please thank everybody for their continued support throughout the term.  Without it we could not hope to offer the children the type of experiences we take such pleasure in offering.  These include walking weekly to the swimming pool, going on class visits, cooking with children, supporting children on topic days within the classroom, escorting children to and from the church, to name just a few of the things you, as parents, so kindly do for us – and I haven’t even mentioned your support with reading, spelling and general homework.  We are so grateful. 
Week beginning Monday, 10th May is ‘School Assessment Week’ and I do hope any absence of pupils will be kept to the absolute minimum.  For our Yr. 6 children, it is vital they are at school every day, because their tests are statutory, but it also makes it difficult for teachers and children alike when children in other year groups miss their assessment tests as well.
‘Grandparents Day’ is being planned for 18th June this year, which is the day before our Summer Fayre and two days before Fathers Day.  Naturally, I will be sending out more details nearer the time, but I just wanted you to put the date in your diary and pass it on to your wonderful parents.  
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As we move into the better weather, can parents please ensure that children are equipped with correct fitting P.E. shoes as we will be able to go outside for P.E. much more than we have in the past term.  Don’t forget also the children need to have P.E. kits in school ALL WEEK even though they may not be time tabled for P.E. teachers may decide to take them outside for some extra exercise.

If your child has hot school dinners, please ensure dinner money (£2.00 per day) is sent in on a Monday (unless your child is away due to illness, etc.) to your child’s class teacher in an envelope, clearly marked with your child’s name, choice of menu for the week and the amount you have included in the envelope. 
School closes this Thursday, 1st April at 2.00 p.m. (a non-uniform day for a small fee of 50p!) and reopens on Monday, 19th April 2010.  If your child is on medication, please remember to collect it from the Medical Room on that day otherwise it will need to be thrown out.  

One piece of advance information regarding next year.  The Government have allocated schools an extra training day for the New School Curriculum that is being introduced over the next academic year, giving six days instead of the usual five we have had in the past.  To keep disruption to a minimum for parents, we have decided to use three of the days immediately on our return i.e. instead of everyone returning on Wednesday, September 1st, the staff will return on that day and will undergo three days intensive training on the new curriculum and the children will return on Monday, 6th September 2010.
